Agenda Items and Discussion:

Reports were made on specific subjects.

Commercial Accounts collection status was reported by the property manager.  It was decided to undertake a small claims action where payment was completely refused with no viable reason.  A final demand letter will be sent, research to be undertaken to locate corporate officers.

Landscaping Credit:  It was agreed that, given the failure to comply with the landscaping credit, the credit of the account will be withdrawn and the responsibility taken over by SCA will advise one of the commercial accounts. 

County Contact:  The property manager will contact the County regarding:

1. Accelerating its scheduled correction of a dangerous sinkhole at Laurel Drive and Barberry  Drive.

2. Condemnation of the structure at 11 Silverwood Drive.

3. SCA entrance signage, given that the County has approved a business sign to be installed on Shenandoah Drive on the County’s property.

Account Dispute:  A residential account balance will be removed from SCA’s arrears accounts as it pertained to an unsustainable claim of covenant violation.

Signs:  Preprinted yard sale signs will be made available to members to keep consistent appearance, and this will be conveyed to membership in the upcoming newsletter along with the covenant rules pertaining to signage, and larger signs will be purchased to announce yearly membership meetings.

Safari Findings:  A June tour of SCA member properties in regards to covenant violations found positive corrections in response to the 60+ courtesy notices sent out in May.  Such notices that did not result in correction were turned over to the property manager so that he might make personal contact.  Some new violations were noted and courtesy notices will be sent out to property owners.    

RESOLVED:  Online Collections agency will be given a trial of 15 SCA overdue accounts to collect.  Online was selected as it is a member of an exchange which has information gathered by utilities to expedite contact and garnishment.

Legal:  The subject of deferred legal fees was discussed.

Fencing at Villas needs repair or replacement.  A letter will be sent to appropriate homeowners. 

Financial Status for the first half of 2010 and its projection were discussed and economies noted in relation to new budget.

Assessment for Second Half of 2010: A motion carried to accept the bid of a service to print, stuff, and mail the upcoming assessment and newsletter.   A motion carried to lower the assessment to $89.00.
