Discussion:

Property Manager Discussed covenant violations and interpretation of covenant language.  Although the County repaired a sinkhole, it still has still not made repairs on Woodberry Court where rainwater runoff causes severe flooding to a resident.  Telephone duty was transferred to the property manager.

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer submitted a Transaction Report, monthly Summary Report and a year to date Summary Report.  Assessment payments are still coming in and the credit for prompt payment will be available until  August 30th. A beautification credit was resolved due to White Oak Shopping Center for the substantial improvements it had made which benefit SCA.   

Legal Report:  The collection agency, which in July was given a sampling of overdue member assessment accounts, recovered some overdue assessments from two accounts.   It charges a flat contingency fee on amounts collected.   Collection accounts with the law firm charge on a per hour basis that is difficult to budget and manage.  Upon motion, the board resolved to remove mere collection accounts from the law firm and reassign them to the collection firm.  Three matters in litigation with counsel were discussed and it was agreed that a commercial account, which had challenged SCA’s collection, would be referred to counsel.

President Initiated Discussion: Various email and telephone messages from members were reviewed and assigned for follow up.  It was suggested that email between board members was getting confusing, interpersonal and overwhelming and could perhaps be restrained to urgent and necessary communication with other important matters being saved for board meetings.  The landscaping service had complied with requests to remove debris.  A covenant violation letter would be sent out to the owner of the corner property at Lower Fayetteville Rd to mow the empty lot, in lieu of which it would be done by the service and charged to the property.
