Agenda Items and Discussion:

Meeting Place:  The meeting had to be shifted from Jamieson Inn which was unavailable. On notice that the Jamieson room in future will be available only upon payment, it was agreed that Jamieson be approached to reconsider free use or give a reasonable rate and that Outmed also be explored for free use.   One member offered to see if a room in a county building might be available.

Litigation Report:  Status of various legal matters was reported.   Foreclosure notices were submitted for recording in accountant’s records.  Two properties with possible structures in violation of SCA Codes were noted.  Covenant violations would be issued for one property with an unapproved shed.  A county official had advised a Board member that there was no apparent code violation in an on-going garage renovation; this renovation will continue to be monitored to prevent an upgrade, not permitted by SCA Codes, into a residential structure.

Financial Report: The former treasurer submitted a financial report for January 2010.  One CD, which is soon up for renewal, was noted and a member agreed to shop for a competitive interest rate.

Property Management Work:  Presentations of three property management firms, with which assigned Board members had met, were described to the Board, as well as interviews with individual candidates.    On motion it was resolved that one individual candidate be asked to meet with the Board on Wednesday February 17, 2010 at 7pm.

Committees:  The Association president presented various suggested committees and committee assignments.

Assignment Tasks Reports: It was agreed that any member assigned a task in a Board meeting should at the next regular Board meeting be put on the agenda to report on the assignment.

Treasurer Elected:  On motion it was resolved that Board member James Clinton was elected to the office of treasurer.  The Bylaws would be consulted to determine if he might be permitted to delegate some treasurer duties to his wife.

Sign at Shenandoah Blvd/Highway 34:  Action and discussion were tabled in likelihood the task of seeking a favorable agreement with the county will be included in work to be delegated when property management services are retained by the Board.
