Legal Matters: Members discussed litigation matters.  It appears that SCA is still being billed for matters which the law firm was advised to put into inactive status and this discrepancy will be discussed with the law firm. 

Landscaping:   Flowers, edging and debris matters will be discussed with the landscapper.

Fencing on Forest Road and Circle:  Said fencing is in need of repair or replacement.  One board member agreed to measure the length and obtain a quote for replacement.

Security:   Recent reports from residences of noises identified as firecrackers or guns were discussed.    The security agreement of 1990-1991 with Coweta County off-duty officers was brought up; a member agreed to find out what the cost would be of a schedule of security and to present to next Board meeting for discussion. 

A Commercial Collection Letter will be drafted by a board member for overdue accounts prior to submitting to the collection service.
