Agenda Items and Discussion:
Board Training.  Ashley Lanier can’t make it on the 23rd.  We will ask her about the 30th or 7 May.

Financial Report.  The Board examined this month’s financial report.

.81 Acres Detention Pond.  We will keep in contact with Mawal about getting the quit claim deed.

New Covenant Coordinator.  There are a total of six folks now working covenant issues.  One would think the backlog of covenant violations would be decreasing.
 

Tony Scruggs Resigned.  The Board expressed appreciation for Tony’s contributions, and hopes things work out nicely for him and his family.

Roster.  With Tony Scruggs’s resignation, we now have nine Board members.  A new roster will be published.

Boulders.  Since the County has new commissioners, we should revisit the issue.  We will contact the new people and try again to have them clean the boulders or remove them.

Covenant Violations.  Several were discussed.  Board members will be venturing out into the neighborhoods to observe some of the more serious problems.  There are a few properties that in the past year have constructed additions (rooms, garages, etc.) without DRC approval.  These additions will have to be approved or taken down.

Newsletter.  The next newsletter will be delayed until July when it will be mailed with the assessments.  These items, at least, will be included:

· No airconditioners in windows

· No chain-link fences

· No harassing the landscapers

· Mailboxes must have numbers (Federal regulation)

· Streetlight outages.  Individual SCA property owners must contact the utility companies directly.  Contact info is on the website.

· SCA’s lawyers are more than earning their keep.  At least 42 property owners who have had large past-due balances lately, have been convinced by Weissman, Nowack, Curry, and Wilco that it is in their best interests to pay what is owed the Association.  For the first half of 2009, they have collected over $50,000, significantly reducing the debt owed to the Association.

Newnan School of Gymnastics Water.  The Board discussed what to do about the support the School has for the Association, and what to do about it.

DRC issues.  The Board reaffirmed the policy for modifications done without DRC approval.  $50 for the first incident, whether the modification was approvable or not.  $100 for the second incident.  $200 for the third, doubling with each incident.

House sales.  As always there are several properties for sale.  A few of them, recently sold, will be checked by the Board to make sure the closing fees were paid, and that they were furnished a copy of the Declaration of Covenants.

Rusty Lampposts.  The lampposts on the southern half of the Boulevard have been repainted and look like new.  Now we need to convince EMC to do the same with the lampposts on the northern half of the Boulevard.

Dumpsters. The Board discussed renting some dumpsters in a month or so to support a community spring clean up.  Locations for the dumpsters is still to be decided.

Corner Property.  The residential lots just east of the corner property at Lower Fayetteville Rd and Shenandoah are being looked at by the owner of the corner property.  The Board advised the owner of those lots that if at any point it looked like someone might try to rezone those properties to a commercial zoning, the Board would be very concerned.

Chain-link fences on the Boulevard.  There are some chain-link fences on the Boulevard that are in the County right-of-way.  The Board will contact the owners to discuss removing the fences, and will keep the County informed of our efforts.

Cartridge World.  The Association has set up a business account with Cartridge World to save some money on expense of keeping SCA’s printers inked up.

Incentive for Account Payoffs.  The Board will consider some sort of an incentive deal for those with past-due balances in an attempt to get more property owners caught up with their assessments, so as to allow them to take advantage of the zero-balance credit.

White Oak Center Project.  The transformation of White Oak Center has started.  There are new entry signs.

Large Notices for Prohibited Signs.  The Board will create a large “Post-it” to place on signs that sales people from developing subdivisions outside SCA stick in the ground along the Boulevard.

Refuse Pen.  The Board will contact Lakeside Apts to discuss placing a refuse pen on their property between Windsong and Bridgewater.

MLS.  The Board will soon have a complete listing of all SCA Properties in the MLS to aid tracking which properties are for sale by whom.
