· Covenant Violations.  The Board discussed several existing covenant violations, and the methods used to correct those situations.

· Stores at 40 Greenway Ct. – The owner of the building at 40 Greenway Ct. will be contacted for assessments.

· Budget – The budget for the first half of 2009 will be $66,717.  It represents a lowering of expenditures in some areas to account for increased costs in some others, and for the purpose of lowering the assessment considering the downturn in the economy.  The Board will emphasize, however, that costs are going up everywhere so there is no guarantee the assessment for the second half of 2009 will decrease as well.   The budget will be posted on the website.

· Assessments – The accountant will be contacted to start working on the assessments for the first half of 2009.

· Newsletter – The newsletter to accompany the assessments must be written over the next few days.  Inputs from any SCA members, or from officials (Board, DRC, ACEs, Cov Coordinators) will be most welcome.
