Agenda Items and Discussion:

· Annual Board Training.  The Board will meet in 48 hours at the Peachtree City offices of Weissmann, Nowack, Curry, and Wilco (WNCW) at 7 PM.  A map to that location will be e-mailed.

· WNCW Results.  As a result of comments made at the last meeting implying WNCW were not doing much, some Board Members researched the issue.  Over the past few months SCA has paid several thousand dollars to WNCW in fees, and the payments made from members with past-due balances as a result of WNCW efforts has totaled around $46,000.  Two major points became clear. 

1. WNCW is earning their fees.  

2. We are making some progress with members who are not pulling their share of the load.

· Finances.  Marie gave the financial report.  

· Chemicals.  Two major points of view are still held on whether or not we should spend money on fertilizing and weed control.  

1. We should stop paying for chemicals and just mow down whatever grows, grass, weeds, crops, whatever, even if it requires more mowings to keep the weeds down.

2. We should use fertilizer and weed control chemicals so the landscapers are mowing grass rather than weeds.  Each mowing lasts longer, and the grassy areas have a chance to grow.

· Landscaping.  Several rambling discussions covered some issues.

1. We need a solution for where we should dump clippings, debris, trash, etc.

2. We will ask J&J for an estimate to tidy up the overgrown areas near Berkely and the Blvd.

3. We will ask the County for ideas on what to do about the areas on the Blvd and on Forest Rd where the hard-packed and shaded clay won’t allow grass to grow.

4. If the Landscaper is verbally attacked with profane language and abusive behavior by SCA members, she is to ignore the attacker and call County Code Enforcement.

· Traffic Lights.  Some discussion occurred about the timing of the traffic lights on the Blvd.  The Board may research this later.

· Signs.  The Board had a spirited discussion about what to put on the new entry signs.  The lively debate took up most of the second hour.  Not being able to come to a consensus, they resorted to a vote.  The new entry signs will have “Shenandoah” on them as the name of the community.  There will be will be no reference to “White Oak.”
