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Dear SCA Members:  SCA’s Board takes this opportunity to inform you of various changes in the administration of your Association.  Some other thoughts are also included.

Board Changes:  Bob Rominger has stepped down as Association president, while remaining a Board member.  Bob provided years of intelligent service to SCA, especially during it’s most difficult managerial and financial times.  Harold Newcomb has resigned as vice-president and director; Harold’s keen business judgment served our Association well for several years. The new Association president is Board member Tony Scruggs.  Tony has a background as a sales manager to a Fortune Five Hundred corporation.  The Board has selected Peggy Kraft, who served on the Board previously, to fill the remaining term of John Kroll. 

Property Manager:  The SCA Board has retained the part-time property management services of Vic Loveless.  Vic will work with membership to resolve covenant violations and past due accounts, monitor sales and purchases, and contact pertinent officials on property matters.   A community with the large geographic size of SCA and 600+ membership would normally retain an management firm.   In this hire, the SCA Board has followed the cost-effective model of a neighboring Association and found competent help for the Board in its mission to protect your property values.  
Amenities You Might Enjoy:  While SCA has no affiliation with Sonrise Church other than its SCA membership, we want to remind SCA members of the Church’s Wellness Program.  The monthly (no contract) fee is $35 per family, and $30 per individual.  If one is a Sonrise Church member, minister or over 55 years, the cost is $25 per family and $20 per individual.   Membership gives access to the weight room, gym and pool.  There is a one-time fee for a pool bracelet of $15 per person, and the pool is open seasonally.  Zumba aerobics classes are $3 each for members or $5 per session for nonmembers.    For more information the Church’s number is   678 423 1828.

Covenant Reminders:   These bothersome covenant issues are sometimes seen in our community:

Parking:  Our covenants don’t permit parking on lawns, which kills grass.  When parking at curb, kindly don’t park half on the lawn.  If you need more parking space, file with Board’s DRC to extend parking slab. 

Litter:  SCA spends a lot of money to clean up litter, especially on Shenandoah, but even on Forrest which is not used by outsiders.  Litter significantly lowers the tone of a neighborhood.  Please be litter conscious.

Freebie Newspapers and Ads Could Litter:  If you don’t want the newspapers and ads thrown in drives, kindly discard them in the garbage right away so they don’t create a litter violation.

CDs, Radios etc.:   One person’s idea of music may be his neighbors’ idea of noise.  Please no radios, CDs, outdoors.

Chain link Fences:  Installation of chain link fences is not allowed by SCA’s covenants.  However, years ago some were installed and, due to absence of covenant enforcement, became grandfathered.  Realtors regard prominent chain link fences as a drag on neighborhood property values.  For fast growing evergreen coverage suggestions, email the Board.

Dogs:  (1) Pooper-Scoop:  It’s no fun to walk in our community and step in dog poop.  Please follow SCA rules and clean up where we walk.   (2) Leash Law:  Please make sure your dog is not roaming.  This is not only dangerous for the dog, but can result in alarming challenges to owners walking a leashed dog and also leave poop on lawns.

SCA - Tree Friendly Community  - Increased Property Values:  

· A mature tree can often have an appraised value of between $1,000 and $10,000.  Source: Council of Tree and Landscape Appraisers.    In one study, 83% of realtors believe that mature trees have a "strong or moderate impact" on the salability of homes listed for under $150,000; on homes over $250,000, this perception increases to 98%. Source: American Forests, Arbor National Mortgage.

· Landscaping can add between 7 and 15 percent to a home's value.  Source: The Gallup Organization.   Homes with "excellent" landscaping have a sale price 6 to 7% higher than equivalent houses with "good" landscaping.   Improving landscaping from "average" to "good" results in 4 to 5 % increase. Source: Clemson University.
· Landscaping can bring recovery of 100% to 200% on sale. (Compare:  kitchen remodeling 75% - 125% recovery; bathroom remodeling 20% - 120% recovery; addition of swimming pool 20% - 50% recovery). Source: Money Magazine.
· Trees can reduce temperatures by as much as 9 degrees Fahrenheit. . Source: American Forests.  Landscaping can reduce air conditioning costs by up to 50 % by shading windows and walls of a home. Source: American Public Power Association.
PLEASE NOTE:  SCA covenants require approval for tree removal.   If you have sick trees that need to be removed, contact the Board, below.

Leaves Reminder:  If you still have heavy leaves on top of your grass, remember that if left unraked too long, leaves destroy your grass.
